Auto Start-Stop button pressed; LED is set: The exhaust valve is only closed within 
the noise emission relevant range. This button stands hierarchically above the Sport 
and the Sport Plus buttons! Consequently when the Auto Start-Stop button is pressed 
the Sport (Plus) buttons are irrelevant regarding to the exhaust valve control.

Depending on country-specific variant it is possibl e that the Auto Start-Stop 
function can be deactivated permanently (even after  restart); then the exhaust 
valve control with the Sport (Plus) button will onl y be possible after the driver 
activates the Auto Start-Stop function.
